From the Hillcrest MC February 25 meeting:
We met with Chad Schreur from the Christian Education Assistance team

and reviewed the team’s recommendation. The recommendation from the

Chr. Ed. Team is to do it the same way as last year with the following

stipulations:

- We will utilize the FACTS program to fairly, accurately and confidentially
determine need.

- We will ask for pledges for this cause along with the General Fund
pledge and have a separate line for this part of the pledge.

- Thereis a $150 membership fee that the Church has to pay.

- A motion was approved to pay up to $500 for the FACTS program fees at
$20 per family. It is estimated to have about 20 families apply.

Our pledge drive for the budget and Christian Ed Assistance will be from

April 18 through Sunday, May 2.

The nomination process is moving along as planned. A motion was approved
to have this year’s congregational meeting on Sunday, June 6.

The search committee for the Director of Children’s ministry is being set up
with new updated job descriptions and a split of the job responsibilities.
Anita will continue with the Kid’s Hope and Backpack Coordinator
responsibilities.

The MC approved to change the Nursery Supervision of the Child Protection
Policy to be “At minimum, one adult and another person who is at least 15
years of age, and not members of the same family, need to be present in the
nursery at all times.” The prior Child Protection Policy was for 2 adults at a
minimum.
